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Animateka 2009 Regulations
1. The Festival
The 6th International Animation Film Festival Animateka will take place in Ljubljana from December 7th to December 13th, 2009. The festival is organised by the Association for Reanimation of Storytelling 2 Reels. It consists of a competition programme and special programmes. 

2. The competition
There will be an international competition, open to films realized for the cinema with any animation technique frame by frame or computer graphic. Short animated films (the duration must not exceed 35 minutes of total running time) produced or co-produced in the following countries are eligible to apply for the competition programme: Slovenia, Italy, Switzerland, Austria, Hungary, Croatia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Serbia, Montenegro, Kosovo, Macedonia, Albania, Greece, Bulgaria, Romania, Moldova, Slovak Republic, Czech Republic, Poland, Lithuania, Latvia, Estonia, Ukraine.
Children’s films from all countries worldwide are eligible for competition in the children’s programme Elephant.
The films must have been completed after October 2008, and have not been previously screened at the Animateka Festival.

3. Submissions
To submit a film for competition it is necessary to:

The application will not be valid until all requested material, complete and legible, has been received, not later than September 15th, 2009. 

4. Selection
The selection will be completed not later than October 15th, 2009.

The organization will communicate the admission to the authors.

The DVD copies of all the films submitted to selection, even those not admitted to the competition, will be kept in the Festival archive and could be available for internal viewing.

The DVD copies submitted to selection will not be returned.

5. Format and deadline for the selected films
Selected films will be screened in 35 mm film, digiBeta or Beta SP (PAL) copies, only in particular cases we will allow the film to be screened from miniDV or DVD.

The copies for the screening of the selected films shall be received not later than November 30, 2009. Films which will not have arrived before this deadline will be considered ‘not selected’.

6. Sending the copies
The DVD copies of the submitted films have to be sent to the snail mail address of the Festival by ordinary or priority post, specifying “no commercial value – for cultural purpose only”.

The 35mm or Beta SP copies of the selected films have to be sent by over night post or express courier (Federal Express, DHL…) with a declared value of less than 10 Euros. 
7. Shipping charges and insurance of the copies
Shipping charges for the copies sent to the Festival are at the expense of the participants, shipping charges for returning screening copies will be covered by the Festival.

Screening copies will be insured from their arrival at the Festival to their departure. 

8. Accommodation
Guests will be notified about accommodation availability when notified about the selection. Only one director will be invited per each film, even in case of co-direction. Invitation is not transferable.

9. Jury and awards
The international Jury is nominated by the Festival organization and will award the following prizes:

- Grand Prix for Best Film

- Five Special Mentions 

An Audience Award will also be assigned.
A special Jury comprised of children members will assign the award for best film in the children’s programme Elephant.

Other eventual awards could be assigned.

10. Divulgation, promotion, conservation of the films
The Festival organization invites authors, producers and distributors of the selected films to enclose promotional material when sending the film itself. Material will be made available to journalists, guests and audience during the Festival. A part of the submitted film can be broadcasted on the Slovene multimedia mobile portal Planet as promotion of the festival. 

The selected films can be included in retrospectives during the following months after the Festival. The organization will contact the copyright owners in the event. 

The Animateka festival will be grateful to authors, producers or distributors who will donate a copy of the film to the archive of the Festival. 

11. Jurisdiction
Participation at the Festival implies acceptance of all the terms of the present list of regulations. The Festival Direction will settle any cases which fall outside the terms listed here. Should any contestation arise, the Slovene version of regulations list is binding.
